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Us 5o Naval Mobile Construction Battalion FiTTY~-EIGHT, recommissioned on
March 15, 1966, was one of eighteeen Scabee Battalions making a deployment to
the Republic of Vietnam during 1967. Located at Canp Haskins, South, near
Danang, Us S¢ HMCB-50 relicved U, S, NMCE. ONE the lattor part of October, 1966,
Commander 7, /. DeGROOT IIT, CEC, USil, is the Commanding Officer of NMCB-58,

He has been in command of the batitalion since it was recommissfdoncd’

The original 58th Maval Construction Battalion of the Sccond World War
was comnissioned at Camp Allen, Norfolk, Virginia, in December 1942 and was
avarded a Navy Unit Commendation for heroism in action against enemy forces
in the Solomon Islands during August, 1943,

As the year 1967 began, U, S. Naval Mobile Construction Battalion
FIFTY-EIGHT was in the third month of its first deployment in Vietnam. The
battalion's mission, set forth in COMCBPAC OPORD 20-66, was to provide
construction support for U. S. Forces from October, 1966 to June, 1967,

In 1967 the Battalion continued work on the various projects assigned to

them by the 30th Naval Construction Regiment which was also located at Canp
Haskins. %Work progressed rapidly despite the monsoon rains which fell during
the early months of the year.

Orz of the most significant civie actlon accomplishements of the deployment
was complceted during the month of January, This was the reconstruction of
a 32 home complex for the hamlet of Einh Thai located near the Danang Airbase,
The homes had becn totally destroyed oy the crash of a CL-Ll turbo-prop
airplanc on Christmas Eve. They were completed in Just 10 days. Each
home was 20 X 12 X 10 fect in height with concrete floers and corrugated
metal roofings On January 23, formal dedication ceremonies were hold in
waicn the Vietnomese familics were glven decds to their new homes. The
project received TV coverage from 3 U, S. networks and was incorporated into
Haval Resorve Commander Glenn Fordls TV documentary, "A Day in Vietnam",
Project Chiof John W. Hillhouse reccived the Navy Commendation Medal and a
Vietnamese Medal of Honor (Sccond Class) for his offorts on the projoct.

Another civic action project undertaken by the Battolion during January
was the constru.tion of a reinforced-concrete maternity clinié for the Viet-
namese village of Hoa Ane
